Å The whistle is placed 
between the knuckles 
of the index finger & 
the middle/tall finger 

Å The knuckles on both 
fingers are used to 
partially cover the hole 
in the whistle 
providing a deeper 
sound 

Å Part of the side of the tall/middle 
finger is use to cover part of the 
whistle hole on one side 

Å The thumb is used on the other 
side 

Å The tip of the index finger touches 
the rounded area at the back of 
the whistle chamber 

Å The use of the index finger 
distorts the airflow path out of the 
whistle chamber again creating a 

different sound 

Å The whistle is placed in 
between your thumb & your 
index finger 

Å The four remaining fingers 
are used to partially cover 
the whistle 

Å Be very careful with this 
grip to not bend the fingers 
too much & block the flow 
of air too much as the 
sound will become muffled 

or even non-existent 

Å The index finger runs 
parallel to the side of 
the whistle, covering a 
small part of the hole 

Å The thumb or even the 
base of the thumb can 
be used partly cover the 

other side of the hole

Å 1. Tip of index finger

Å 2. Side/knuckle of

Å Part of the side of the 
tall/middle finger is use to

Å The thumb is used on the 
other side 

Å The index finger goes over 
the top of the hole, leaving 
plenty of room for airflow 

Å The index finger can sit to 
either side of the nose or 
touching the point of the 

nose 
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
